Session Committee Report 

• Certificate of Transfer from Maryvale Drive Presbyterian Church, Cheektowaga, New York, for 

Kirsten Smith, dated January 20, 2026 was shared 

• Session was reminded of Holy Week services and learned that Caroline Loy has created some artwork 

for the bulletins 

• Received a reminder of Blessing of the Animals on April 18th at 10 am  

• Voted, with 2 abstentions, to display the eight pieces of donated art from Wanda Asire's Estate at 

$400 each, regardless of size, to allow the congregation to purchase pieces before posting them online 

for the general public 

• Learned from Treasurer Rick Thompson that the actual deficit is actually only around $5,000 

• Heard that the meeting with The Reverend Laura Walters at  April session might need to be post-

poned 

• Clarified that all current deacons, elders and congregation members who work with children and
